This list summarizes UTRCA projects that often involve many other partners.

The Clean Water Program is a municipal partnership program that funds projects that improve water quality on the farm or rural
property. Projects include clean water diversion, livestock access fencing, septic repair and manure storage.

The Communities for Nature Program targets naturalization projects on public land and involves school children and communtiy
groups.

The Private Land Reforestation Program subsidizes tree planting for rural landowners. The trees are planted by UTRCA staff.

Not listed are the trees planted by the landowners themselves but ordered through the UTRCA (an additional 15% more trees
approximately).

Landowners and other local groups also carry out tree planting work (i.e. not involving UTRCA) such as Tree West Nissouri, which
plants thousands of roadside trees in Gregory, Waubuno, and Wye watersheds.
